hereinafter referred to as the “Licensor”, on the one hand, and Federal State Budgetary Educational Institution of Higher Education “Ufa University of Science and Technology” (abbreviated as UUST), agreementhereinafter referred to as the “Licensee”, represented by __________________________________________________, acting on the basis of _________________________________________________, on the other hand, together referred to as the “Parties”, have entered into this license agreement as follows:

Terms and Definitions

A work is a scientific, literary, or artistic work that is a complete object of copyright under Article 1259 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation.

Metadata is information provided by the author(s) of a work along with the work: title, abstract, information about the author(s), bibliography, identifiers, and other elements of the bibliographic description.

1. SUBJECT OF THE AGREEMENT


1.1. The Licensor grants to the Licensee, free of charge, the right to use the work (including its metadata) created by the creative labour of the Licensor, specified in the Certificate of Acceptance (Appendix No. 1 to this Agreement), hereinafter referred to as the "Work", within the limits stipulated by this Agreement, for the entire duration of the exclusive rights to the Work, and the Licensee undertakes to use the granted rights in the activities stipulated by the Licensee's Charter, within the limits established by this Agreement.

1.2. The right to use the Work implies the right to perform the following actions:

- reproduction of the Work (publication, disclosure, duplication, circulation or other reproduction of the Work) without limiting the circulation of copies;

- distribution of the Work by any other means;

- making changes to the Work that do not constitute its reworking;

- public use of the Work and its demonstration for informational, advertising and other purposes;

- bringing the Work to the public’s attention;

- posting the Work on the Internet;

- placement of the Work in electronic form free of charge in electronic library systems, databases of third parties: __________ (yes/no);

- placement of the Work in electronic form free of charge in the University’s electronic library system: __________ (yes/no).

1.3. In the event of termination of the exclusive right, the license agreement shall be terminated.

1.4. To use the Work within the limits established by this agreement, the Licensor shall transfer to the Licensee file(s) containing the Work in electronic form in doc, pdf or other formats agreed upon with the Licensee.

1.5. The right to use the Work shall pass to the Licensee from the date of the signing of this Agreement.

2. Licensor's Warranties

2.1. The Licensor warrants that, at the time of entering into this Agreement, it holds the exclusive right to the Work in full, that the Work is its creative work, and does not infringe the copyright, related rights, patents, or other intellectual property rights of third parties.

2.2. The Licensor warrants that the Work does not contain:

- information constituting a state or other secret protected by law;

- materials of an extremist nature, calls for terrorist activity, or justification of terrorism;

- pornographic materials;

- propaganda or public display of Nazi paraphernalia or symbols, or paraphernalia or symbols of extremist organizations;

- obscene language;

- information defamatory of the honor, dignity, or business reputation of third parties;

- other information, the dissemination of which is prohibited by the legislation of the Russian Federation.

2.3. The Licensor warrants that the inclusion of third-party personal data (if any) in the Work complies with the requirements of the Russian Federal Law "On Personal Data".

2.4. In the event of a breach of the warranties provided in this section, the Licensor undertakes to compensate the Licensee for all damages incurred in connection with claims, lawsuits, or complaints brought against the Licensee by third parties or regulatory authorities, including any fines, compensation, and legal costs and expenses.

3. RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES

3.1. The Licensor reserves the right to make its own use of the Work or to grant similar rights to use the Work to third parties.

3.2. The Licensee does not undertake the obligation to submit reports on the use of the Work to the Licensor.

3.3. The Licensee has the right to terminate this Agreement if it establishes that at the time of its conclusion the Licensor did not have the above-mentioned rights to the Work.

3.4. The Licensor guarantees that the copy of the Work or its part in electronic form transferred to the Licensee corresponds to the original Work.

3.5. The Licensor guarantees that, at the time of granting the exclusive right to the Work, it is not bound by any obligations to third parties that could in any way interfere with the full or partial implementation of all provisions of this Agreement. The Work is provided to the Licensee lawfully, does not infringe any rights of third parties, does not discredit the honor, dignity, or business reputation, and does not violate the current legislation of the Russian Federation or the law applicable to the Work.

In the event that the warranties contained in this agreement are violated, the Licensor undertakes to take measures that will ensure the Licensee's unimpeded use of the rights granted under this agreement with respect to the Work, and in the event of the impossibility of ensuring the unimpeded use of the rights granted, to compensate the Licensee for any losses incurred by the Licensee in connection with such violation of warranties.
3.6. The Licensor guarantees that the conclusion of this agreement does not violate the exclusive rights and copyrights of third parties.

3.7. The Licensee has the right under this agreement to grant the right to use the Work to another person (sublicense agreement) within the limits of those rights and those methods of use that are provided for in this agreement.

3.8. The Parties guarantee the preservation of confidentiality regarding the contents of this Agreement.

4. RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PARTIES

4.1. For failure to fulfill the obligations under this agreement, the Parties shall bear liability provided for by the current legislation of the Russian Federation, including, but not limited to, the liability provided for in Article 1301 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation.

5. FORCE MAJEURE

5.1. The Parties shall be released from liability for failure to fulfill or improper fulfillment of obligations under this Agreement if proper fulfillment was impossible due to force majeure, that is, extraordinary and unavoidable circumstances under the given conditions, which are understood to mean: prohibitive actions of legislative and executive authorities, civil unrest, epidemics, blockades, embargoes, earthquakes, floods, fires or other natural disasters.

5.2. If these circumstances occur, a Party is obliged to notify the other Party thereof within 10 (Ten) business days.

5.3. A document issued by an authorized government agency shall be sufficient evidence of the existence and duration of the force majeure circumstances.

5.4. If the force majeure circumstances last for more than 2 (two) days, then either Party to this Agreement shall have the right to refuse to execute it unilaterally.

6. AMENDMENT AND EARLY TERMINATION OF THE AGREEMENT

6.1. All amendments and additions to this Agreement are valid if made in writing and signed by both Parties. The corresponding supplemental agreements of the Parties constitute an integral part of this Agreement.

6.2. This agreement may be terminated early by agreement of the Parties or at the request of one of the Parties on the grounds and in the manner provided for by the legislation of the Russian Federation and this agreement.

7. DISPUTE RESOLUTION

7.1. All disputes related to the conclusion, interpretation, execution and termination of this agreement will be resolved by the Parties through negotiations.

7.2. If no agreement is reached during negotiations, the interested Party shall send a written claim to the other Party, signed by an authorized person.

7.3. The Party to which the claim is sent is obliged to review the received claim and notify the interested Party of the results in writing within 30 (thirty) calendar days from the date of receipt of the claim.

7.4. In the event of failure to resolve the dispute through the claim procedure, as well as in the event of failure to receive a response to the claim within the period specified in paragraph 7.3 of this agreement, the dispute shall be referred to the arbitration court at the location of the defendant in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation.

8. ANTI-CORRUPTION CLAUSE


8.1. In fulfilling their obligations under this Agreement, the Parties, their employees, representatives and affiliates shall not pay, offer to pay or permit the payment of money or other valuables to any persons in order to influence their actions or decisions with the aim of obtaining any undue advantage or for other illegal purposes.


Also, the Parties, their employees, representatives and affiliates, when executing this agreement, shall not carry out actions treated by the Russian legislation as extortion of a bribe or the subject of a commercial bribery, commercial bribery, mediation in commercial bribery, giving or receiving a bribe, mediation in bribery, abuse of office, or illegal remuneration.


8.2. If a party suspects that a violation of clause 8.1 of this agreement has occurred or may occur, it shall undertake to promptly notify the other party in writing. The notice must include facts and/or materials confirming or providing grounds to believe that a violation has occurred or may occur.


After receiving the notice, the party to whom it is addressed shall, within five calendar days, send a response stating that the violation has not occurred or will not occur.


8.3. The fulfillment of obligations under this agreement shall be suspended from the moment the party sends the notice specified in clause 8.2 of this agreement until it receives a response.


8.4. If a breach by the other party of the obligations specified in paragraph 8.1 of this agreement is confirmed, or no response to the notice is received, a party has the right to unilaterally withdraw from this agreement by sending a written notice of termination. The party at whose initiative this agreement is terminated has the right to demand a compensation for actual damages incurred as a result of the termination of this agreement.
9. FINAL PROVISIONS

9.1. Unless otherwise stipulated by this agreement, notices and other legally significant messages may be sent by the Parties by postal correspondence, e-mail or another means of communication, provided that it allows to establish in a reliable manner who sent the message and to whom it is addressed.

9.2. This agreement is made in two copies, one for each Party, each having equal legal force.

9.3. In all other respects not provided for by this agreement, the Parties shall be guided by the current legislation of the Russian Federation.

9.4. A license agreement for the granting of the right to use a work is not subject to registration, since the emergence, exercise and protection of copyright does not require the registration of a work or compliance with any other formalities (clause 4, Article 1259 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation).
